1. Collect the handlebar brace bar, grommets and
spacers from the kit.

2. Fit the grommets into the holes at both ends of
the handlebar brace bar.

3. Fit the spacers into the grommets at both ends
of the handlebar brace bar.

4. Assemble the front and rear right hand clamps
and handlebar brace bar onto the right hand
side of the handlebar with the fixings
positioned towards the front of the motorcycle,
as shown. Ensure the dot recess in the clamps
is positioned at the bottom. Loosely fit the
M6 x 20 mm fixings.

1. Handlebar brace bar
2. Clamp, front right hand
3. Clamp, rear right hand
4. Dot recess
5. Fixings, M6 x 20 mm

5. Repeat step 4 for the left hand clamps.

6. Adjust the position of the handlebar brace
assembly on the handlebar ensuring there is
equal distance from the handlebar to the
handlebar brace bar at the right hand and left
hand side of the handlebars, as shown below.
Tighten the lower M6 x 20 mm fixings to 9 Nm
to secure the handlebar brace assembly in
position.

7. Tighten the upper handlebar brace bar
M6 x 20 mm fixings to 9 Nm. 

Handlebar Brace Pad

1. Fit the handlebar brace pad onto the handlebar
brace bar, as shown.

2. Wrap the pad cover around the handlebar
brace pad ensuring the hook and loop section
of the cover is positioned towards the rear of
the handlebars, as shown. Press the hook and
loop sections firmly together.

If, after fitting this accessory kit, you have any
doubt about the performance of any aspect of the
motorcycle, contact an authorised Triumph dealer
and do not ride the motorcycle until the
authorised dealer has declared it fit for use.
