• Read the warning notices printed on the
cleaning wipe packet in the fitting kit.

• The surface to which the tank pad is affixed
must be clean and dry to make sure that the
adhesive has a sound base to adhere to. Use
the cleaning wipe supplied for this purpose.

• The ideal adhesive application temperature is
60°F (15.6°C) to 100°F (38°C)

surface of the fuel tank.

• When positioning the tank pad make sure it is
located centrally on the fuel tank.

• The shape of the tank pad may prevent it from
sticking to the fuel tank, if it is not correctly
located. It is therefore recommended to offer
up the tank pad to the fuel tank prior to
removing the backing paper, to help find the
correct position.
